We will provide you with a gift box containing:
- a blank notecard for you to write a personal note

- small gift items (candle, coffee, BBQ dry rub)

Within a couple weeks of picking up your Blue Box, 
we will follow-up with you to learn more about the 
family: their names, approx. age ranges, and 
anything else you can tell us. We’ll mail them a 
welcome note and ministry information specific to 
their family.

A street address for your new neighbor is required to 
request a box. Not knowing what response we will get, 
we are presently asking that “new neighbor” be 
defined as:

Someone living within several houses of you (either on your 
block or connected to your property) who has moved in 
within the past couple months
